Security staff will be provided to ensure that all students respect the venue and the mood of the evening. Please can 

we remind you that we will be following legal guidance on alcohol, smoking and vaping (links below). If any student 

appears to be under the influence of alcohol or any substances on arrival, they will be asked to leave by the security 

staff.  If students are arriving in limousines, the school requests that upon booking the transport, alcohol is not part 

of the package to avoid any misunderstanding.  Please consider the nature of the evening with your son/daughter.   

 

You are asked to supply a contact number for the evening in the unlikely event that you will be asked to collect your 

child from the venue early.  Please complete the online permission form to provide consent and emergency contact 

information.
